Los Angeles County Bicycle Coalition (LACBC), works to create a more bike-friendly Los Angeles County and would like to advocate for the following legislation currently pending.

H.R. 1443, S. 584 - Complete Streets Act of 2009 –Created to ensure that all users of the transportation system, including pedestrians, bicyclists, transit users, children, older individuals, and individuals with disabilities, are able to travel safely and conveniently on and across federally funded streets and highways.
· In CA, we have passed Complete Streets Legislation.   

· Federal support is needed to change culture and funding of state and local DOT's 

· If the federal Complete Streets Act of 2009 is passed, this will spur state and local jurisdictions to match funds 

H.R. 3734 - Urban Revitalization and Livable Communities Act - Requires the Secretary of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) to establish an urban revitalization and livable communities program to provide federal grants to eligible general purpose local governments for various park and recreation purposes, including grants for rehabilitation and construction, innovation, at-risk youth recreation, and recovery action programs. 
· LACBC collaborated with CORBA to support mountain biking access in city parks, as part of the LA Bicycle Master Plan 

· There are many parks within City of LA which would be appropriate for bicycling 

· In addition, the LA region has many bike paths (LA River, Compton Creek), which can be considered “linear urban parks” 

· Access via bicycling to the urban park is very important and needed in LA
S. 1156 - The Safe Routes to School Program Reauthorization Act (SRTS), H.R. 4021 - The Safe Routes to High Schools Act
· SRTS is a very important program for the LA region 

· Burbank and Glendale have been active around this-Glendale used to be #1 in the nation for dangerous ped conditions 
· High profile incident of child struck and killed after being dropped off at school in Glendale 

· In Culver City, SRTS has helped engage neighbors normally opposed to bikes 

· SRTS is a tool for tranformation at schools 

· LACBC emphasizes the increase in support for low-income schools, as they may not have as many resources to implement successful SRTS programs as higher-income schools 


S. 2747:  Land and Water Conservation Authorization and Funding Act of 2009 - Amends the Land and Water Conservation Fund Act of 1965 to make permanent the authorization for the Land and Water Conservation Fund. Makes monies covered into the Fund available for expenditure to carry out the purposes of the Act without further appropriation.
· There are many bicycle paths in Los Angeles that have been built with LWCF funds, like Chandler, Ballona, Culver, Arroyo Seco, Rio Hondo, and PCH paths 

· Many more bike paths alongside waterways could be built using this funding source 

· Bike Paths have multiple benefits which include outdoor recreation and transportation
